              4.  Don’t give up – fight to believe God’s promises!

        B.  Call on God for ability to believe. 

              1.  Winning looked and felt impossible. 

              2.  Jesus calls out for ability to believe,  

                   Hebrews 5:7; Luke 22:41-42; Psalm 22:19;  

           Mark 9:24. 

              3.  Father responds with help, Luke 22:43. 

              4.  Give yourself a break: Struggling to believe isn’t   

                    the same as refusing to believe. 

              5.  Father’s offer to everyone, Isaiah 41:13.
