                companion, Hebrews 13:6; Isaiah 41:13.  

            4. David’s confidence in his Partner created confidence in self,   

                Psalm 57:2; 138:8. 

            5. Fill your imagination with portraits of your Partner, Psalm 27:4. 

        B. Stand guard over your victor’s imagination. 

             1. God gives us a victor’s imagination, 2 Corinthians 5:17; 

              2 Timothy 1:7.  

             2. Satan wishes to rob us of our victor’s imagination,  

                 Genesis 3:5-6; 1 Samuel 17:43-44.  

             3. Sinful human nature and the world attack our victor’s   

                 imagination, Psalm 35:11; 41:7; 42:10. 

             4. We must stand guard over our victor’s imagination,  

                 1 Samuel 17:45-46; Luke 4:5-6; 1 Peter 4:7.
